Lara Karena Kellogg was a climber, a scientist and a conservationist.  In climbing and life, she was always searching for the most beautiful line.  More than most people, she had an extra capacity to find that line and take it to the next level.  She was always learning a new skill set, seeking a new challenge and looking for deeper knowledge. She honored and cared for the environments she visited. When it came to people, climbing, and conservation she had a knack for finding the great problems and the ability to chart a creative path to the solution.  

Lara died during an attempt on the North Buttress of Mount Wake in the Alaska Range in April 2007. This conservation grant is intended to carry on the essence of her spirit and her character.  

The application deadline is March 31st.  Grant applications must be made electronically in MS Word or PDF format by the due date.  Valid scanned signature and initials must be inserted into the document in the appropriate sections. No late applications will be accepted.

Selection Criteria:

· This grant is intended for expeditions, with measurable goals, to support and improve the health and sustainability of mountain environments and habitats.

· There are no age limitations for this award.

Responsibilities:

· Within two month of returning, all grant recipients must submit to the AAC a written report for possible inclusion in AAC publications.

· Written acknowledgment of the American Alpine Club is required in any resulting publication.

· If for any reason the objective is canceled or significantly changed awarded funds must be returned to the AAC.

· Grant recipients may be asked to give a slide show or other presentation regarding the expedition.
